History of the Olympic Games

The It is believed that organized atheletic contests took place
in Greece over 3500 years ago and by the 6th centuary BC
there were four major contests taking place at Olympia,
Delphi, Nemea and Corinthi. The Olympic games were
started in 776 BC, and were held every four years until the
Romans abolished them in 393 AD.

In 1887 the French Baron Pierre de Coubertin began
gaining support for the games. His plan was presented in
1894 and the International Olympic Committee founded.  In
1896 the first Games took place in Athens.  In order to keep
the Games free of corruptions, Coubertin felt that the com-
pettions should be amongst amateaurs. This principle
remains today.
