The Sacred Jaya Siri Maha Bodhi in Anuradhapura 
Unduvap Poya is the last full-moon day of the
year. It is a very important and historic day for
Sri Lanka, as it was on this Poya day that
Princess Sangamitta Theri arrived in
Dambakolapatuna port in Jaffna with a right
branch of the Sri Maha Bodhi in India accompa-
nied by a retinue of several others. King
Devanampiyatissa received the Bo sapling and
the visitors with utmost respect. 

The most revered site in Anuradhapura is
this Sri Maha Bodhi, because it is from a cutting

of the original bodhi tree in Bodhgaya, India,
under which Prince Sidhartha attained enlight-
enment - the Buddhahood. This bodhi tree is the
oldest documented tree in the world with a chro-
nicled history stretching back over 2,000 years.   

It was one of favorite sites in Anuradha-
pura because of the bustling activity of devotees
and priests.  Although a busy place of worship,
the Sri Maha Bodhi retains a sense of tranquil-
ity and peacefulness that makes it so special to
the Buddhist world.

'Praying' dog at Japanese temple 
cmka úydrfha Ndjkdkqfhda.S iqkLhd
Attendance at a Buddhist temple in Japan has
increased since the temple's pet, a two-year-
old dog, has joined in the daily prayers.
