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In January this year, Harold
Camping, an 89-year-old self-
styled expert in the scriptures,
who lives in northern Califor-
nia told his followers that he
had found the exact day of the
world ending - May 21, 2011.
An apocalyptic storm would
wipe out all but a hardcore of
believers, Camping said.

His followers immediately
spread the news all over the
USA. A lot of people shudd -
ered, some ran to be with their
families, some spend their
money like never before.
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But when this fateful day dawned,
and nothing unusual happened, peo-
ple breathed a sigh of relief. Camping
was not there to answer. Then the
news came that he was recovering
from a heart-attack. He apologised for
being wrong at that date but gave
another date for the world’s end.
“This time it’s certain and final ” he
says. That day is 21 October 2011.
