The first specimen of artificial limb
discovered archaeologically was
found in a tomb in Capua, Italy, dat-
ing to 300 BC, and was made of cop-
per and wood. Two artificial toes
found on Egyptian mummies are even
older, dating to 1295-664 BC.
Armorers in the 15th and 16th cen-
turies made artificial limbs out of iron
for soldiers who lost limbs. Over the
next several centuries, craftsmen
began to develop artificial limbs from
wood instead of metal because of the
lighter weight of the material.
