British woman accused of
wrong reporting
The Sri Lanka government is said to have initi-
ated legal proceedings against a young British
woman identified as Thamilvany Gnanakumar
on the charge of supplying incorrect information
from Mullaitivu’s 'no fire zone' to Britain and
other countries, 'Divaina' newspaper’s Kirthi
Warnakulasuriya writes.

under the pseudonym ‘Vanikumar’ she
had reported that Sri Lankan armed forces were
committing genocide against Tamils. She had
arrived in the island in 2008 and got her visa
extended for eight months before leaving for Kilinochchi and from
there to Mullaitivu's 'no fire zone.' Divaina newspaper reports.

She had supplied false information by using a satellite phone from
an LTTE camp. After she had been exposed, the British relatives of
Thamilvany have sought support of international organizations to res-
cue her, the newspaper added.
